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CONDITIONS OF LETTING
CARE OF THE PREMISES 
· The Hirer will be responsible for the supervision and care of the premises (the rooms hired and common areas of the Institute) their fabric and contents during the period of hiring.
· The Hirer will be responsible for the supervision and care of all occupants of the premises during the period of the hiring.  The Hirer will be responsible for the good behaviour of all persons using the premises, whatever their capacity.

· The Hirer will indemnify the Council of Management for the cost of repair of any damage done, to any part of the premises, or the contents of the premises, which may occur as a result of the hiring.  Any such occurrence is to be reported to the Treasurer either by ringing (01524) 770085 or calling at 21 Brookhouse Road, Caton before leaving the premises or as soon as practicable thereafter.
USE OF FACILITIES
· The Hirer will confine their activities to the room(s) hired, and the use of the toilets.  Unauthorised use of other rooms will incur a charge.
· It is the responsibility of the Hirer to set up rooms in the format required prior to the commencement of the hiring.  The Hirer will be responsible for putting up any decorations which must not be secured by tacks, nails, screws, adhesive tape or other fastenings likely to cause damage to the premises.  Decorations are to be removed by the day after the function. Please ask if you need guidance on the use of our equipment and facilities.

· The Hirer will be responsible for obtaining an Occasional Licence, approved and granted by the Licensing Justices if intoxicating liquor is to be consumed.  No intoxicating liquor will be allowed on the premises without prior consent of the Council of Management.  Please note that a Bar may not be erected in the Main Hall.  It is the responsibility of the Hirer to remove Portable Bars/bar stock/empties brought into the premises for a function within 48 hours.
· The Hirer will be responsible for obtaining an Occasional Stage Licence which is required for theatrical productions.

· The Hirer will be responsible for ensuring that at least five responsible adults are on the premises to supervise a function where the majority of those attending are expected to be under 18 years old.

· The Hirer will ensure that any electrical appliances brought into the premises and used there, either by him/herself or on his/her behalf are safe and in good working order, and used in an appropriate manner.  No interference with the premises’ electrical equipment, wiring, power points, heaters, spotlighting equipment is permitted.  Please note that only fused plugs to fit 13 amp BSS power points are to be used.
· At the end of the hiring, the Hirer will be responsible for leaving the premises hired in a clean and tidy condition, properly locked and secured, and any furniture temporarily removed from their usual positions properly replaced.  All bins are to be emptied into appropriate bags which may be obtained from the Institute prior to the event.  Any additional cleaning necessary will be charged to the Hirer.
DEPOSITS AND CANCELLATIONS

· A deposit of 50% of the hire fee is required from Occasional Hirers.  The deposit will be forfeit if the booking is cancelled with less than six weeks notice

· The Council of Management reserve the right to give notice of at least six weeks to Regular Hirers for the cancellation of a booking.

· In exceptional circumstances, the Council of Management reserves the right to cancel a booking without notice.

ACCESS FOR COUNCIL MEMBERS
· The Council retains the right for a Council Member, on official business, to have access to any part of the premises during the hire period.

FIRE PRECAUTIONS
· The Hirer must ensure that all persons using the premises are aware of all emergency exits.  Emergency exits must be kept clear at all times.

· The Hirer must ensure that at least one responsible person is aware of the position of all fire fighting equipment in the premises, and the position of the public telephone near the Health Centre on Hornby Road.

· Please note that no more than 220 persons may be seated in the building at any time.
